Both parties have agreed to the following terms of sale:

The Seller Agrees:

This dog is in good health at the time of sale.  We have done the best that we can do by getting the recommended health clearances on both parents, and have provided the best primary care and prevention to the pups during their growth here. There are too many environmental variables that can affect the health of a pup once it leaves our house. The buyer will have 72 hours within purchase to have the puppy examined by their own veterinarian. If the puppy is found to have any illness or defect that would prevent said puppy from being a sound pet, the puppy may be personally returned immediately to BREEDER at the expense of the BUYER for a full refund. A letter from the veterinarian detailing the illness or defect is required.  If for any reason the BUYER is not satisfied with the puppy within the 72 hour time period, they may personally return it to Autumn Lake Kennel at their own expense, provided the puppy is in the same condition as when sold. 

Every reasonable precaution has been taken to prevent this puppy from acquiring hereditary hip dysplasia, elbow disease, eye disease, or subaortic stenosis. Due to unknown hereditary and environmental causes of these and other such defects, said puppy is not guaranteed against genetic defects or breed standard disqualifications. No guarantee will be given for them and BUYER agrees to hold BREEDER harmless.

Failure to heed the instructions and drug warnings in my puppy packet will void your puppy health guarantee and refund.  THIS INCLUDES SPAYING OR NEUTERING BEFORE 18 MONTHS OF AGE.  To ensure the safety and long-term health of your dog, we would like you to wait to spay or neuter until the dog reaches at least 18 months (female) and 24 months (male). The studies that support this are in my puppy packet. . If you would like your male dog to remain intact for health reasons, please contact the BREEDER for a written waiver of this provision. 

 If the dog is returned due to illness, a letter from the veterinarian is required.  This includes death or illness from any health condition deemed to be present prior to removal of the dog from Seller’s premises.  Again, we reserve the right to get a second opinion from our veterinarian. Buyer shall assume any expenses associated with returning this dog to the seller.  This dog may be returned for ANY other reason at any time during the life of the dog with the permission of the seller.
If for any reason you cannot keep or care for your dog any longer, Autumn Lake Golden Retrievers has the first right of refusal, and must approve any new owner of the dog if I choose to decline.
BREEDER will be available to BUYER for the dog’s entire life. Should any questions arise, BUYER is encouraged to call BREEDER for help and advice. 

The Buyer Agrees:
The puppy is represented as a companion pet at time of purchase and is sold on a limited AKC registration. A limited registration allows NO puppies ever produced by this dog to be registered by the American Kennel Club or any other governing body. 
BUYER agrees never to breed this dog or bitch or allow an accidental breeding. 

The BUYER will never register this puppy, or any puppies sired or whelped by this puppy, with any other canine registration and governing organization such as the Continental Kennel Club (CKC) or United Kennel Club (UKC) in an effort to circumvent the terms of this contract.
This puppy will not be eligible for AKC Conformation competition since it is sold on Limited Registration. However, we encourage you to compete with your dog in an AKC event such as Agility, Obedience, Field, Tracking or Rally, or become certified as a Therapy Dog. For more information on these events, please contact the BREEDER.  

That this dog will be given adequate and proper shelter and housed securely. This dog shall not be restrained routinely by chaining to a stationary object.  (tree, post, etc.)  
If the dog is not spayed or neutered according to the terms of this contract, should owner breed this dog, should the dog be placed in another home before the BREEDER is contacted to take the dog back, should the dog be sold to an overseas buyer, or transferred without the BREEDER’S written consent, the BUYER agrees to pay the BREEDER not less than $7500.00 per incident in punitive damages, and all attorney/legal fees incurred by the BREEDER in enforcing the provisions of this contract. 

The dog shall receive proper veterinary care throughout its lifetime.  It must receive appropriate vaccinations, medications,  placed on heartworm preventative (and if living in Italy, leishmaniasis protection), and medical care recommended by your veterinarian.   The dog shall receive proper high quality and age appropriate nutrition (ie. Proplan Performance 30/20 blends), fresh water,  age appropriate exercise, and care shall be taken to maintain its proper weight.  BUYER agrees not to overwork the puppy/dog, including jogging or running with the dog under 18 months of age, allowing excessive jumping under 18 months of age, and allowing lots of concrete running past that age.  BUYER understands that defects of the joints can occur from the over-exercise listed above, as well as allowing the dog to become overweight, running and sliding on slick floors, etc. and agrees to use proper discretion when exercising the puppy in order to help keep it healthy. Questions regarding the proper weight of your dog and amounts of food to be given shall be directed toward the breeder. The puppy shall NOT be fed a grain free diet. This can lead to a deadly heart condition in your golden. This dog will be supplemented with NuVet his first year of life to ensure adequate immunity support. Diarrhea caused by overeating, eating grass, leaves, rabbit or bird poop, along with Coccidia and Giardia are common in puppies and dogs. If your dog develops diarrhea, please contact the BREEDER for info on how to solve this issue with over-the-counter remedies rather than letting your vet talk you into expensive, unnecessary treatments. If anything should happen to your puppy throughout his years, that would require extensive surgery, expensive tests or treatment, please contact us for advice BEFORE undertaking treatment.
This puppy will be treated as a member of the family and live inside the home. This puppy will not be housed outside of treated as a kennel dog. 

This puppy will be allowed outside only in a secure enclosed area and never allowed to run at large outside of your yard at any time.

This puppy will never be allowed to ride in the back of an open pickup truck. 

This puppy shall not be neglected or mistreated in any manner. 

This puppy shall not be restrained by tying or chaining it to a stationary object trees, posts, etc.)

The BUYER agrees the puppy/dog will never be sold through a pet shop, agent, broker or handler. 
The BUYER agrees the puppy/dog shall never be used for experimental or research purposes; sold to a breeding farm, puppy mill, any environment of possible abuse or sold overseas.

Should any of these provisions be broken, BUYER must return the dog to the BREEDER for no remuneration. Failure to comply with any of the above provisions is considered neglect.

We will reiterate this condition!  The Buyer will notify the Seller/Breeder first if for any reason the Buyer no longer wants or is unable to keep the dog.  The Seller/Breeder shall have first right of refusal if the pup is to be sold or disposed of in any way.  If the Seller/Breeder does not wish to acquire the dog, the Seller will assist the Buyer in placing the dog if the Buyer so chooses.
The Buyer will notify the Seller of any changes of address and will maintain contact with the Seller of any AKC titles earned by this dog. 
The BUYER will maintain contact with the BREEDER throughout the lifetime of this dog. BUYER agrees to make a good faith effort to contact BREEDER at least twice a year by phone, email, text, social media or letter with information about said puppy. Pictures will be appreciated.

In order that the BREEDER can maintain a quality breeding program, BUYER agrees to notify BREEDER immediately of any serious health concerns or behavioral issues regarding this puppy/dog and advise the BREEDER of the cause of death when the dog reaches the end of its life.

The breeder has already set the registered name for this pup. The name will start with the kennel name “Autumn Lake” and follow with a name befitting to the litter “theme”. You may give your pup whatever “call name” you wish.
No guarantees or warranties, expressed or implied, are given by Laura Lounsberry (the Seller/Breeder), except those stated herein.

The BREEDER will have the right to pursue monetary damages of not less than $7500.00 from the alleged breach of any of the provisions hereof, in addition to reasonable attorney’s fees. 

In the event of a dispute regarding the terms of this Agreement and the duties of the Owners hereunder, the dispute and all matters and issues collateral thereto shall only be governed by the laws of the state in which the BREEDER resides and that courts in the BREEDER’S state of residence shall have exclusive jurisdiction. 
Seller warrants and agrees that she is the lawful owner of this dog and is alone responsible for entering into this contract with the Buyer.
Entire Agreement:

The Buyer has read and understands the foregoing and agrees that all parts constitute a binding agreement with the Seller.  This contract constitutes the entire agreement of the parties hereto with respect to the sale described.  This is a binding contract between the Buyer and Seller, any and all requirements written in said contract must be adhered to, if not the contract is void. Any and all penalties, legal fees, and court fees will be reimbursed to the Seller if the Buyer voids any part of said contract. Any and all court actions if needed will be filed and carried out in the state in which the puppy was born/purchased in :  Chesapeake, VA.
